When	arrived	in	
Antwerpen	centra	station	you	take	the	subway	number	3	till	Park	&	Ride	Linkeroever	from	there	
it	is	just	a	5-10	minute	walk.	 

By	Car	Via	Brussel	you	take	the	A12	or	E19	to	Linkeroever.	If	you	come	via	Genth,	you	take	the	
E17	to	Linkeroever.
